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REQUIREMENTS FOR ARTICLE SUBMISSION

1.The Editorial Board of the State Enterprise «UkrNDIV» acceptsresearch and
scientificand technical papers on a regular basis for publication in the Collection of
scientific papers «Raibound Rolling Stock», which is issued twice a vear (June and
December of the current vear), with the followingsubmission deadlines for articles to
the Editorial Board:

by May 15 (publication date is June);

by November 15 (publication date is December).

Languages of publication: Ukrainian, English, German.

2.Criteria for article selection by the Editorial Board

Only scientific articles corresponding to the thematic scope of the journal and contain-
ing the following mandatory elements are accepted for publication in the Collection of
scientific papers:

-statement of the problem in a general form and its connection with important scien-
tific or practical tasks;

-analysis of recent studies and publications in which the solution of the given problem
was initiated and on which the author relies;

-identification of previously unresolved parts of the general problem addressed in the
article; formulation of the article objectives (task setting);

-presentation the study material with full substantiation of the obtained scientific re-
sults;

-finding of the study and prospects for further studies in this field.

-In order to comply with the above requirements, the following article elements
should be highlighted in bold typeface: Introduction, Problem Statement, Analysis
of Recent Research and Publications, Purpose of the Article, Research Methods,
Conclusions.

-the article shall comply with the scientific style of presentation;

-references to every borrowed source shall be provided in the text and listed in the
References;

-the article length shall be no less than 5 pages and no more than 25 pages.

All articles undergo an expert evaluation procedure (plagiarism check, internal edito-
rial review, and, if necessary, external independent peer review of articles prepared for
publication).

3. Documents to be submitted to the Editorial Board:

1.electronic version of the article in DOC and PDF formats;

2.review of the article;

3. expert conclusion regarding the possibility of publication of the materials;

4. information about the authors, place of employment, full postal address (street,
building/unit, name of the settlement, country, postal code), phone numbers, e-mail ad-
dress, and ORCID in two languages,i.e., Ukrainian and English. Collection and pro-
cessing of personal data are carried out in accordance with the requirements of the Law of
Ukraine «On Personal Data Protection”;

5. structured abstract in Ukrainian and English (purpose, methodology, results, scien-
tific novelty, practical significance), containing from 250 to 300 words and justified
alignment. The abstract must contain keywords (5-10 words);

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6. license agreement for the use of the work (provided that the article is accepted for
publication);

7. article formatted in accordance with the requirements and personally signed by the
author, provided that the article is accepted for publication. The author bears responsibil-
ity for the materials presented in the article.

4. Reguirements for the Manuscript

The material shall be presented concisely, consistently, and stylistically correctly.
Repetitions and excessive details when presenting previously published information are
not allowed; instead, references to literary sources shall be provided.

Text materials shall be prepared and printed on white uniform paper using Microsoft
Word for Windows text editors. Built-in equation editors shall be used for formulas, and
tables may be prepared using spreadsheets (Microsoft Excel). Times New Roman font
shall be used.

Quotations, tables, statistical data, and numerical indicators enhancing the analytical
level of the material shall be accompanied by references to the sources. The author bears
responsibility for the provided data. Terms and designations shall comply with current
standards. Units of measurement shall be presented only in the International System of
Units (SI) or in units permitted for use in Ukraine in accordance with applicable state
standards.

The last page of the article shall be filled with text information by at least 50%.

For authors who are not citizens of Ukraine, translation of the article title, author in-
formation, abstract, and keywords into Ukrainian is optional.

5. Requirements for technical formatting of articles

Text, formulas, and tables shall be placed in one column. First-line paragraph indenta-
tion: 5 mm, line spacing: single.
Figures, diagrams, and schemes may be placed in two columns if presented as a group
under one common title, provided all images are placed on one page.
Each subsequent address and correspondence information shall begin on a new line.
Notrecommended:
e  condensing or expanding letter spacing;
e  creating paragraph indents with tabs or multiple spaces;
e initials and surname shall be separated by a non-breaking space
(Ctrl+Shift+Space).

5.4. Requirements for tables, diagrams, and illustrations

All figures, tables, and diagrams shall have titles and numbers (if two or more such el-
ements are used in one article).

If explanatory notes follow the thematic title of a caption, a colon shall be placed be-
tween them, and the explanatory notes shall be typed in 9 pt font, for example:

Fig. 15, Disc brake:

I — brake disc; 2 — caliper mechanism

Only graphic elements created in graphic editors with high-quality detailing shall be
used. Photographs shall be clear and contrastive. If numbering (positions) is required on
photographs, it shall be done in a graphic editor.
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Captions on illustrations may be of two types: 1) captions directly on the illustration
near the corresponding parts; 2) designation by numbers or letters with explanations pro-
vided in the text or figure caption.For articles intended for qualified readers, preserving
captions directly on illustrations is unnecessary; therefore, the second option is preferable.

Titles and numbers of tables shall be placed above tables, while those of figures, dia-
grams, and schemes shall be placed below them. Separating titles from the corresponding
elements is prohibited.References to tables in the text shall be given in abbreviated form:
«Table 1», in regular font.

Landscape-oriented tables are allowed omly in cases of urgent necessity and in
limited quantity.

Tables shall be prepared in Microsoft Word.

Tables of the same nature shall be formatted uniformly throughout the publication
(fonts, borders, headings, spacing between rows, etc.).

A table shall be placed as close as possible to its first reference in the text.

If a table does not fit on one page, all columns shall be numbered, and the continuation
shall contain the note on the right: «Continuation of Table 1» or «End of Table 1».

It is prohibited to place separate objects (illustrations, figure captions, formulas) in-
side tables.

5.5. Requirements for Formulas

When using formulas, certain technical and orthographic rules shall be observed.

Graphic files containing formulas, graphs, figures, schemes, and photographs shall be
placed in Microsoft Word frames. Formula numbers shall be placed on the right at the
end of the line in parentheses without extending into the margins. Formulas shall be cen-
tered on the page. A one-line spacing shall be maintained between formulas and text.

The built-in Microsoft Word for Windows equation editor shall be used for typing
formulas. Latin letters and symbols shall be italicized, while Ukrainian letters shall be
typed in regular font only.

Explanations of symbols and numerical coefficients shall be provided directly below
the formula in the order in which they appear in the formula. Each symbol and coefficient
explanation shall begin on a new line. The first explanatory line shall begin with the word
«where» without a colon.

Equations and formulas shall be separated from the text by blank lines. At least one
blank line shall be left above and below each formula. If an equation does not fit on one
line, it shall be broken after the equality sign (=) or after plus (+), minus (-), multiplica-
tion (), or division (:) signs.

The general punctuation rule for formulas in the text is as follows: a formula is con-
sidered an integral part of the sentence. Therefore, punctuation marks before and after
formulas shall comply with punctuation rules.

A colon before a formula shall be used only when required by punctuation rules:a) if
the preceding text contains a generalizing word;b) if required by the structure of the pre-
ceding text.

Punctuation marks between formulas placed consecutively without intervening text
may be commas or semicolons placed directly after the formula before its number.

To verify the correctness of formulas and graphical elements placement, authors are
requested to provide the publication also in PDF format, since different software versions
of text editors may be incompatible and may alter the article content.
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5.6. REFERENCES (bibliographic description of sources used in preparing the arti-
cle in the original language) shall be formatted in accordance with DSTU 8302:2015.

enumber of references: 7-20 sources (except review articles);

emost sources shall reflect the current state of scientific research and be no older than
10 years;

eDOI, if available, shall be indicated at the end of the reference.

All bibliographic sources shall be provided in the original language. When referring to
literature sources, the title of the cited publication and its number in square brackets shall
be indicated, for example: «...and are determined by the tariff scheme of Price List 0-01
[2]»

Self-citation shall not exceed 20% of the total number of references.

The list should preferably include modern English-language literature not older than 5
years.

After the English abstract, REFERENCES, i.c., a transliterated bibliography list in
Latin script formatted according to the APA (American Psychological Association)
standard shall be provided.

The transliterated bibliography list, in accordance with the requirements of citation da-
tabases such as SCOPUS and Web of Science, shall be a complete analogue of the refer-
ence list and shall be created by transliterating the original language into Latin script. The
order and number of sources in the reference list shall remain unchanged. English-
language sources shall not be transliterated.

When compiling the transliterated bibliography list, it is recommended to follow the
provisions of the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 55 dated January
27, 2010 «On Standardization of Transliteration of the Ukrainian Alphabet into Latin”,
which approves the official transliteration of the Ukrainian alphabet into Latin script and
establishes valid transliteration rules for Ukrainian citizens’ surnames and given names in
passports for traveling abroad.
